with an unbending eye; not to mention Stephen Wadsworth’s
acclaimed adaptation of Moliere’s deliciously decadent DON
Juafhe summer brings even more excitement with the revival
of a tradition 20 years absent: Shakespeare in repertory. One
resident company will perform three of the Bard’s most glisten-
ing gems — AntoraynCleopakaOLLikdt and Th@wdNoble
Kinsmenhe lovely outdoor setting of the Lowell Davies
Festival Theatre. What a sumptuous theatrical feast!
