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A Note from the Playwright
There are many reasons that we go to
plays, just as there are many functions
that plays serve.  For the ancient Greeks
play were a religious experience; for the
Elizabethans, just one of many new
enterprises of an emerging  merchant
class; for Restoration playwrights, 
comedies of manners reflected the new

sophistication (and self-satisfaction) of the developing British
Empire.

But beneath all the other reasons we go to plays is one underly-
ing  reason. From Romans through commedia dellÕarte and on
beyond Ibsen, Shaw and Chekhov, society has sought the answer
to one basic question from its playwrights: who are we?
Naturally we want to laugh, cry and be amazed when we watch
plays Ñ but those desires are always in the service of a deeper
need to discover who we are.  The ÒanswerÓ varies with every
play, yet on some level we have always expected an answer. 

Then, some time in the early to mid 20th century certain writers
stopped asking ÒWho are we?Ó and began to ask a more basic Ð
and more troubling Ð question: ÒAre we?Ó The universal traumas
of two world wars, pandemics, totalitarian regimes,  repeated
genocides and the avid development (and use, by one country at
least) of nuclear weapons has led such playwrights as Brecht,
Pirandello, Beckett and Albee to ask whether humans have any
control over their actions whatsoever.  Do we in fact have the
power even to recognize what we do, let alone control it? Can a
human understand what the word ÒIÓ actually means? Does it
have any meaning at all?

Of course we must go on as though we co-exist (and can define
our own existence in a satisfactory way). What choice do we
have? Still, in a world which daily  brings us news of unimagin-
able horrors Ñ most of which are of our own making Ñ some
doubt has to creep in.  ÒAre we?Ó ThatÕs the first question we 
confront each morning of our lives.  One would assume the
process of history would make the question easier to answer. So
much for assumptions.

Louis G. Spisto
Executive Director
Louis G. Spisto has been Executive Director of The
Old Globe since October, 2002.  During his
tenure, Spisto spearheaded the return of the GlobeÕs
acclaimed Shakespeare Repertory Season and pro-
duced several world-premiere plays and musicals,
including the current Broadway musical Dirty Rotten
Scoundrels. During the past two seasons, the organi-
zation has grown its subscription audience an
unprecedented amount, countering a trend in the
non-profit theatre industry and resulting in the
highest level of attendance in over a decade. Prior to
coming to the Globe, Spisto served as the Executive
Director of American Ballet Theatre in New York
City. While there, he increased ticket income and
annual contributions for the organization by nearly
20 percent. He also tripled the BalletÕs touring
weeks and the resources devoted to education and
training programs. Spisto has also served as the
President of the Detroit Symphony Orchestra,
where he provided fundraising leadership and cre-
ative direction for the orchestraÕs $60 million reno-
vation project, and helped dramatically increase
ticket sales while initiating several new series for
the orchestra. Spisto established a reputation as a
superb arts executive here in California, where he
spent over ten years as the Executive Director of the
Pacific Symphony Orchestra in Orange County.
During his tenure there, he tripled the orchestraÕs
annual budget, all while eliminating a prior deficit
and successfully completing the orchestraÕs first
endowment campaign. In addition, he established a
series of innovative recording projects with Sony
Classical and oversaw a number of nationally rec-
ognized commissioning projects. A strong advocate
of arts education, Spisto built one of the largest and
most respected music training and outreach efforts.
During his career, Spisto has also served as
Director of Marketing for the Pittsburgh Symphony
Orchestra and Director of Operations and
Development for the Performing Arts Center, UC
Berkeley. He holds a Masters degree from the
University of Wisconsin in Arts Administration
and a Bachelors of Business Administration from
the University of Notre Dame, and spent many
years acting, directing and producing plays and
musicals throughout his student days, as well as in
professional summer theatre. 

Jerry Patch
Resident Artistic Director
Jerry Patch was appointed Resident Artistic
Director of The Old Globe in February 2005.
He most recently served as the Dramaturg and a
member of the long standing artistic team at
Southern CaliforniaÕs Tony Award¨-winning
South Coast Repertory (SCR), where he coordi-
nated the development of 150 new plays, includ-
ing three Pulitzer Prize winners and numerous
other finalists. Patch became the top choice for
this new role at the Globe due to his many years
of artistic accomplishments, his exceptional
relationships with the nationÕs leading directors
and playwrights, and his enthusiastic commit-
ment to new work. While at SCR, Patch worked
as Dramaturg on numerous new works, includ-
ing Donald MarguliesÕ Sight Unseenand Brooklyn
Boy,which just opened to critical acclaim on
Broadway, Margaret EdsonÕs Pulitzer Prize-win-
ning Wit, Howard KorderÕs Search and Destroy,
Amy FreedÕs The Beard of Avon,as well as Intimate
Apparel, Freedomlandand several world-premieres
plays by Richard Greenberg, including Three
Days of Rainand A Naked Girl on the Appian Way.
In addition, he co-conceived The Education of
Randy Newmanwith Michael Roth and Mr.
Newman. Patch also served as the project direc-
tor of SCRÕs renowned Pacific Playwrights
Festival, which annually introduces seven new
plays to an audience of national theatre leaders.
Typically, more than 75% of the plays presented
receive multiple productions in theatres across
the country.  During his tenure at SCR, Patch
also held the position of Artistic Director
(1990-1997) of The Sundance Theatre Program,
which included the Sundance Playwrights
Laboratory, one of the nationÕs leading new play
development programs. Additionally, he ran the
Sundance Summer Theatre, a repertory of 2-3
productions staged outdoors for Utah audiences
and The Sundance ChildrenÕs Theatre, which
was dedicated to the development and presenta-
tion of new works for family audiences by lead-
ing American playwrights. He has also served as
a consulting Dramaturg for New YorkÕs
renowned Roundabout Theatre Company, one of
two of the largest theatre companies in the
country.
